Stat Crew Football and Volleyball Interface Quick Start Guide


StatVision

StatVision significantly reduces pre-game preparation and makes it possible to effectively use the large amounts of display content available from DakStats, MLB.com and Elias Sports Bureau. 

Users can preview detailed stats content from all sources through a single screen.  Throughout the game, the StatVision intelligently monitors each situation and recommends all stats that are appropriate.  Once presented, the operator can select from the recommendations and click the desired category for immediate display.  
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Setting Up StatVision

To setup StatVision for the first time, the following must be completed:
1. Setup Data Configuration – Setup location of DakStats database.  
2. Setup Signs – Specify which signs will be controlled by StatVision
3. Setup Sequences – Specify sequence names
Data Configuration –

Skip this step if Stat Vision and DakStats are on the same computer. 

If DakStats and StatVision are on different computers:

1. Go to the DakStats computer.  Share the C:\Program Files\Daktronics directory.

2. Open DakStats.  Click Configure | Messaging.  Select Difference Machine, then close and reopen DakStats.  
3. Make sure you have a game open in DakStats
4. From the StatVision computer, open StatVision, click Edit | Data Configuration
5. Click … to browse for the directory.  

6. Browse across the network to the Shared folder on the DakStats computer. 

7. Select the location of the DakStats Baseball directory:
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Sign Configuration

On this screen, you configure the signs that will be controlled by StatVision.  At least one sign must be configured.  
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Sign Name – Enter the name of the sign.  This can be any text that makes sense of the operator. 

Sign # - The Venus 7000 sign number for the display you will be controlling.  

· To check your sign number in the Venus 7000, open the Venus 7000 Shell, click Configure | Signs.  Double click on the sign you are using to display scores and go to the Advanced tab.
Display Port - DSTI supplies StatVision the list of available ports.  A port can only be selected once.  If you are controlling multiple signs, DSTI must be modified to include ports for each sign.    

Sequences

The Sequence Configuration screen allows you to setup the templates that will be used when StatVision sends content to the display. You must create the sequences on your Venus 7000 before setting them up in Stat Vision.  

Note:

· You only need to setup the categories that you will be using.  

· If configuring for multiple displays, the templates must have the same name and be in a library with the same name for each sign.  
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Drive – The Drive letter where Venus 7000 directory is located on your Venus computer.  (Usually the “D” Drive)  
Home and Guest Library – The Venus 7000 library name(s) where the StatVision Templates are stored. 
Default – If a default sequences is entered, StatVision will automatically play this sequence when the batter changes.  If no sequence is entered, the last batters info will stay on the display.  

Player message – Specify the name of the sequence being used for player messages

Quick Message – Specify the name of the sequence being used for quick messages

Stats Templates – Specify the sequence for each combination of category and stats that you will be using.
Operating StatVision

Displaying Stats

StatVision will automatically receive updates from DakStats across the network.  To output stats to the display, double click on any of the categories previewed in StatVision.    

Selecting Custom Stats

Click the check box beside the category you want to display.  In the Category Specifics window select the stat columns that you want to add or remove.  The stats to display will be highlighted in red.  Click Send Specifics to display the category.
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Selecting Multiple Categories

Click the check box beside multiple categories you want to display.  They will appear in the order you clicked them in the Category Specifics window.  Click Send Specifics to display the category.
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Selecting Different Players

Batter Modes

There are three modes that can be selected.  The selected mode is highlighted in green.  

Current Batter:  Stat Vision will automatically update with each batter. 

Next Batter:  StatVision will display the next batter.  

Last Batter: StatVision will display the previous batter.  


Team Rosters

Click the team logos to view a roster for each team.  When a player is selected from the team rosters, StatVision will not change the selected player until one of the Batter Modes is selected.  Click Current Batter, Last Batter or Next batter.  

Messages:

Player Messages

The player messages tab displays all the player messages configured in DakStats.  Double click on a message to send it to the display.  Click Add to create a new message.  Click Edit to modify an existing message.  

Quick Message

The Quick message lets you quickly create a message and send it to the display.  After entering the text of the message, Click Send to send it to the display
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
